ASSESSMENT METHODS (Instruments, criteria and percentages)

ORDINARY EXAMINATION DIET

1. During the 2023-24 academic year, as indicated in “Normativa de evaluacion y de
calificacion de los estudiantes de la Universidad de Granada” (article 6, point 2), the
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assessment will preferably be of continued character.

2. Online assessments will include mechanisms to guarantee their authorship. Adequate
legal and security guarantees will always be preserved with respect to the fundamental
rights to intimacy and privacy and observing the principle of proportionality.

The Assessment System and all its components is regulated through “Texto consolidado de la

A diversified evaluation system has been designed in order to evaluate the acquisition of the
contents and the development of skills in this module. The final evaluation system (including the
evaluation items and their percentage) is to be defined by each professor:

1) THEORETICAL TOPICS: WRITTEN EXAM(S) (Max. 70% of the final grade)

All students have to pass the exam(s) of the eight Theoretical Topics. Depending on the size of
each group, the exam(s) will have a value of up to 70% of the final grade.

2) SEMINARS: GROUP PROJECT (Max. 30% of the final grade)

Students will prepare a group project which will be presented during the seminars. The
assessment will be based on the following criteria:

1) Relevance of the topic

2) Contextualization of the topic

3) Bibliographic review

4) Clarity of contents and presentation

5) Precision

6) Methodology

7) Conclusions and their relevance to the sociology of education

Apart from the presentation of the group project, each student will also be evaluated on the basis
of their participation in the debates during seminars

3) PRACTICAL ACTIVITIES (Max. 50% of the final grade)

Attendance at seminars and practice sessions is mandatory. Depending on the size of each group,
the practical activities will have a value of up to 50% of the final grade.

£4) PARTICIPATION, INVOLVEMENT, AND INTEREST OF STUDENTS IN THE COURSE:
INDIVIDUAL ASSESSMENT (Max. 30% of the final grade)

The degree of involvement and attitude of the students manifested in their participation in
consultations, presentations, and debates, as well as in fulfilling activities and individual tasks
will be assessed. The same applies to attendance and active participation of the students in
theory and practice sessions, as well as in seminars and consultations.

In order to pass this course, the students must pass each and every component of the evaluation
system.

EXTRAORDINARY EXAMINATION DIET

Students who have not followed the continuous assessment system must take a written exam
(100%), consisting of oral and/or written questions on the theoretical and practical content of
the subject using the platform indicated by the teacher.

This evaluation also applies to students who have a pending practical activity or who have not
passed the presentation of their research project. In these cases, they will not have to take an oral
and/or written exam, but only submit the practice(s) and/or present the research project.

SINGLE FINAL ASSESSMENT (evaluacion unica final)

In this course, the continuous evaluation system will be applied. However, those students who
cannot comply with the continuous assessment due to work, health, disability, or any other duly
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justified cause, will be able to take advantage of the single final assessment, consisting of a single
final test on the theoretical and practical contents of the subject. This type of evaluation will
comply with the current regulations on the evaluation of students approved by the Consejo de
Gobierno de la Universidad de Granada. According to this regulation in order: “to qualify for the
single final evaluation, the student, in the first two weeks of classes, will apply for a single final
evaluation to the Director of the Department, who will transfer it to the corresponding teaching
staff, indicating the reasons for not being able to follow the continuous evaluation system”.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

An active methodology was designed to encourage the participation of students in the
construction of their knowledge about the issues that are central to the Sociology of Education.
The students' autonomous work will focus mainly on: (a) searching for information in
specialized journals both in paper and electronic format, (b) learning to search for pertinent
information using internet resources, (c) summarizing readings and doing analysis and
synthesis assignments, (d) elaboration of conceptual maps and presentation of the data obtained
in the search process, (e) critical assessment of information, (f) development of critical
judgment on objectives and results obtained by the students. At the beginning of the course,
students will have a schedule of all the sessions and tutorials so that they can know from the first
day what they have to do, how they have to do it, with whom they have to do it, and when they
have to deliver the results.

1) THEORY SESSIONS

The teacher will introduce each of the topics of the Program in as many sessions as are necessary
to deliver the contents (1, 2, or 3 sessions). They will provide explanations to guide the students
as to the contents that should be studied more in-depth by using bibliography, tutorials, or other
resources. Thus, the students will have reference readings that complement and extend the
explanations of the professor given in the theoretical classes.

2) SEMINAR SESSIONS

The students will have to elaborate, expose and defend in a Seminar Session a work monographic
on a selected issue addressed in the syllabus. The subject will be consulted with the teacher. The
monographic work must be elaborated in a group outside of class hours (organization,
bibliographic research, drafting) and during class hours of the Seminars under the tutelage of the
teacher (questions, proposals, exchange of information with other groups, etc.). The teacher will
assess the quality of the work carried out according to the presentation, writing, clarity of ideas,
structure, academic level, creativity, argumentation, critical analysis, and consultation of
updated bibliography.

3) PRACTICAL ACTIVITIES IN SEMINARS AND GROUP ORIENTATION

Students will work in groups to document, consult, debate, exchange, and elaborate on the topics
analyzed in Seminars. The teacher will guide and tutor the sessions fomenting the participation
of all students.

£4) INVOLVEMENT AND PERSONAL INTEREST

The teacher will favor and encourage the students' autonomous work by providing all the
necessary support. The attitude and involvement of the students in all the proposed activities will
be evaluated.
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
